	Prior to lesson
	· Distribute word webs (one per person) and resource library sheet
· Put 4 Bear Cards on each table (3 on one)

· Set up computers/ipads with resource open on each computer

	Time

	Assessment of Prior Knowledge
	Announce that we are going to be talking about KSA #13 – Community Involvement. Explain learning objectives.
· Explain that this outcome is about bringing lessons ‘to life’ for students. Connecting their learning to their community and home life.

· 30 seconds for individual thought: Think about your educational experience. How did your teacher(s) bring the community into your lessons?
· Not really necessary – seemed like a bit of an awkward moment – maybe use this as my start off question before group discussion below

	Time

	Learning Activity #1
	In table groups students will brainstorm key question: “How can we bring the community into the classroom and bring our classroom out into the community?”
· Explain that there is a Word Web for each person, but each table must complete at least one
· Next time  --- I would do a whole group discussion on this instead. Would allow me to monitor responses and prompt toward many different ‘themes’ in community involvement. (Students were giving many similar, traditional answers (field trips, guest speakers))

	3 minutes
Take less time for this (3 minutes total?)

	Assessments/ Differentiation:
	While in discussion, move around groups and listen to observations. Prompt towards other ‘themes’ (health, community involvement, academic support, parental support) if necessary.
Bring attention back to the front. 
Short (2 min) discussion about the ideas produced during brainstorming.
	2 minutes

	Learning Activity #2
	Students will get into pairs and one group of three (using the Bear card matching –explain how the cards work). Explain that we will be looking at one type of resource – online resource that can help interact with the community.  – be clearer about how the Berenstein bear cards work (several options for partners, not just one) and about what was happening in the activity – had to go around and make sure each partner group understood the activity
Explain that some of the resources are more broad (for many subjects) but others target one particular subject area. Each group will be assigned one resource. Computers/ipads will b e set up for each group with the resource already open. 

· Take a few minutes to explore the resource.  

· Evaluate resource based on subject/learning objective, community involvement, learning styles using the ‘resource’ sheet
· Would love to have the time to use the sponge activity – students seemed excited to see/share other resources – would love to switch partners and tell each other what they learned!
